Day 1

Meet Serengeti in Falmouth Harbour, Antigua. Visit
historical English Harbour and Shirley Heights, or take a
relaxing trip to one of the many beautiful beaches.

tropical fish and octopus. Take a late afternoon sail and arrive

in the quaint harbour town of Terre D’en Haut, |lesdes Saintes for drinks at sunset.
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Day 5

Sail to Roseau, the colourful and lively capital of Dominica.
Here, you will be met by local tour guides who will take you on
a day tour of this lush, green island — including a trip to the
Emerald Waterfall. The day will end with atour down the Indian
River, where you will meet back with your crew. The jungle

covered hills of St Ruperts bay will then provide an excellent
backdrop for a sunset meal on the Serenegti.
